Minutes of the 10" Meeting of the State Level Monitoring Committee fo PM Package
held on 18" April 2010 at Banquet Hall, ltanagar.

The 18" meeting of the SLMC for PM Package was held utlderchairmanship of
Chief Secretary on 1BApril 2010 at Itanagar. The list of officers whttesded the meeting
is attached at Annexure ‘A’

Shri. Ankur Garg, Secretary (Planning) and Membecr&ary of the SLMC
welcomed the Chairman and placed the agenda b#fereommittee. He highlighted that
since this meeting was being held just 2 weeksrpgaothe Working Group Discussions
proposed at Planning Commission orf'28id 28" April, 2010, the inputs from this meeting
shall be useful while giving the updated preseatatin the PM package to the Planning
Commission.

In his opening remarks, Sh. V. K. Dev, Developm@&ammissioner called for time-
bound implementation of various PM Package projetiessing the need to maintain
highest standards of quality.

Dr. H. K. Paliwal, Principal Secretary (Co-ordirmat) then took up the item-wise
agenda for discussion. Main discussion points istats taken are as reflected below:

A) Projects for which Hon’ble PM laid foundation stone on 3£' Jan 2008

1. New Secretariat Building at Itanagar Chief Engineer PWD (WZ) informed that
work for this project has already been awarded te $implex Projects Ltd Kolkata on"18
January 2010 and physical progress has also starefl Feb. 2010. The target date of
completion is 3% March 2012 and the work is progressing as percsdbe The Ministry of
DoNER till date has released Rs. 33.07 Crore aad:timulative expenditure till $IMarch
2010 is Rs. 14.04 Crore. It was further informeat tihhe tender has been approved for a total
amount of Rs. 110.00 Crore whereas Ministry of D&\fas sanctioned the project only for
an amount of Rs. 91.868 Crore and hence the rengainnds will have to be arranged.

Principal Secretary (Co-ordination) remarked thatproject has been retained for an
amount of Rs. 71.73 Crore by DoNER and hence, eafeer allowing maximum cost
escalation of 20%, the total sanction from DoNERuldaeach Rs. 86.076 Crore only. CE
PWD (W2Z) should immediately clarify the exact sametamount and also start identifying
the source from which the balance funds (Rs. 11Cfiffe — Rs. 86.076 Crore) are to be
arranged.

4. Itanagar Water Supply Scheme (JNNURM): The total sanctioned cost for the
project is Rs. 77.25 Crore, of which the followiaghounts have already been released till
date.

b) State Share: Rs. 2.34 Crore (Out of Rs. 7.72 Crore)

However, as informed by Secretary PHE there vka$yl cost escalation to the extent
of almost Rs. 30 Crore due to increase in the 0b®I pipes. Principal Secretary (P&C)
indicated to keep the cost escalation to a mininasnadditional funds for this project were
not likely to be released by GOI and the same wdwdde to be arranged out of State
Government’s own funds, which are scarce.

Secretary (PHE) informed that pipe laying for ki has been completed and all
tanks except Niti Vihar and AIR colony have alscemébuilt. However, there has been
practically no progress on the project in the y2@08-09 due to non-release of th¥ 2



installment for the project by GOI. Procuremenpigfes is also held up due to non-release of
funds. This is a serious issue and it was infortied the release of subsequent installments
has been linked with Urban Reforms and the fundisbeireleased only once the elections to
the Municipal body are held in Itanagar and ites-sp. Secretary (PHE) further indicated
that already, liabilities to the tune of Rs. 180fbre have accumulated in the Department
against this project — mainly for the supply ofgsp

Secretary (Planning) informed that in March 20R8, 3.00 Crore have been released
against this project from SPA (State share) 200%h@ this should help clear some
liabilities.

It was decided that since in any case the Stawd @ill have to bear some of the
escalation cost of the project in future, some amooight be released immediately so that
the physical progress is not held up pending relea€entral share.

Locals who are demanding re-calculation of landhgensation and pressing for
increasing the same are often holding up work atbegstretch 13-14.2Km. DC Papumpare
was instructed to resolve this issue within Aprill®. Further, the 300M long disputed
stretch along the Assam — Arunachal Pradesh batdleremains contentious. It was desired
that since reply to the letter written by Chief &tary (CS) Arunachal Pradesh to CS Assam
had not been received therefore a reminder fromA@®achal Pradesh to CS Assam and a
letter from Hon’ble CM to Hon’ble CM Assam may batpp for early resolution of this
issue.

The Railway authorities were once again requesiaddude the Bridge over River Pachin
as a part of the DPR itself as this would help cedthe travel distance to the Naharlagun
Railway Station from the main town by about 6-7 KiHowever, the Railway authorities

submitted that providing access to the railwayi@tais not normally a part of the DPR and



hence the matter may be taken up with Railway Bdfarcessary. The approximate cost
implication of the bridge would be about Rs. 30c@@res.

In thé"9
meeting also, the Department had been conveyetedspe for tardy progress with
a direction that any further delay would be viewedy seriously. However, instead
of covering time, the timelines have been furthéeeded in this meeting. The latest

Now at this stage it
would be unfair not to completed projects in tinmel ask for escalation. It Chief Engineer
